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Introduction

This activity will encourage you to become a critical reader who can recognize viewpoints, inferences and facts.  You are going to read an article and evaluate it for relevant information and solid arguments.  After you have read the article, you will be asked to critically analyze the main points presented and evaluate your own ideas and opinions.  

Materials Needed

· Pen/pencil
· Eco Article
· Open mind

Procedures

1. Each student gets an environmental article to read over.

2. After reading the article you should outline the main points, key issues, and relevant facts on the back of this paper.
3. You should also decide where the author stands on the issue.

4. Next, decided what you believe – where do you stand on the issues.

5. After completing the individual tasks, students are then put into groups – those who have the same articles sit together.

6. You need to debate/discuss the issues that your article brought up with each other.

7. Then you should elect a spokesperson

8. The spokesperson gives a small presentation on what you discussed and if there were any different view points.
